Day 1

Arrive in Windhoek - Start of the safari. You will be meeting your local guide at
the airport and be transferred to our Windhoek Guest House. The morning part of
today is for you to become accustomed to the African weather. Just after midday
at around 14h00, local time, we will depart on a city tour of Windhoek and her
suburbs.

In the afternoon,
we will be taken into the bush by a group of San trackers to experience life from
a true African perspective. We will return to our camp, to enjoy a dinner,
prepared over the fire.

Day 3

Today our journey will continue, towards one of the best National Parks in Africa -
Etosha. Lunch will be on the route and upon arrival in the Park we will do a short
game drive. After this we check in, and set up camp. Dinner at the campsite will
be prepared by our guide.

Day 4

The next day, before breakfast, we can head out for an early morning game drive
immediately. We will come back to camp, do breakfast and dismantle camp, and
set out for a whole day of game drive viewing. We will enjoy our lunch at one of
the rest camps. The camps have pools and shops for refreshments and whilst in
there, you can consume your time as you want - Dip in the pool, have a drink and
then go and watch the animals. We will overnight at our next camp.



Day 5

The tour will leave, fairly early and head towards Damaraland. The road for the
most part is pleasant; before we hit the dirt part just 100 km’s before our camp
for the evening. It is always pleasant to visit the ancient rock paintings at the
new proclaimed heritage site, in the late afternoon. This is especially so for
photographic purposes. Damaraland is believed to have one of the most beautiful
natural looks of Namibia! Perhaps with a bit of luck we might even encounter the
much sought after desert elephant.

Day 6 and 7

Leaving the world famous Desert Elephants behind, our journey continues after
breakfast into Namibia’s ‘premier’ holiday destination. Swakopmund. We will visit
on route the famous Skeleton Coast and Seal Colony. By the afternoon we will
have checked into the bungalows and rest of the afternoon and evening is free for
everyone to explore the town. Please note that dinner will not be included in the
price for these 2 nights. The reason is that, Swakopmund offers a wide selection
of fantastic restaurants to suit every taste and we would like everybody to have a
chance to eat according to their own taste. There are also many activities to
pursue in your free time. Just arrange with your guide if you want to join a
dolphin cruise, desert quad biking, horse riding or whatever it is that you want to
do.

Day 8 and 9

After Breakfast in Swakopmund, we will leave to the silent desert.... The oldest
desert will be our final destination before we arrive back to Windhoek on day 10).
You can expect to see magnificent views, the world’s tallest sand dunes in
Sossusvlei and emptiness of the land. However the desert is not dead by any
means. Life thrives here in the desert and you may witness different lizards,
chameleons, game and plants. But the biggest surprise to all of this the
captivating calm of the desert, the colours that creep out during the morning and
the afternoon. When the sun reaches its midday plateau it will be too hot in the
desert and thus the camps pool draws us back to rest and relax. Lunches will be
served on the route.

Day 10

On the last day we will leisurely make our way back to Windhoek through some
beautiful landscapes, which will also signal the end of a wonderful tour. For those
not departing on this day, and having to catch their plane the next day, we will
pay for your accommodation at our preferred guest house for tonight.
